· All work submitted for jurying should meet the attached Standards for Exhibit. Entries must be ready to hang, or display and sell.
· Applications and work for jurying are due to OASIS by the first Monday of each month.  You will be contacted by the end of the month.
· Acceptance is contingent upon an in-person interview. 
· An application fee of $20 is required with application.

MEMBERSHIP REQUIREMENTS:
· Full-time members are docents with two shifts per month or the equivalent of two days per month.
· Part-time members are docents with one shift or the equivalent of one day per month.  
· These hours are guidelines and are adjusted periodically, depending on membership levels and seasonal needs. 
· Members manage their own schedule by working with the calendar coordinator. 
· All members are required to participate in teamwork to support OASIS and its operations (this is in addition to docent time); this usually equates to 3-4 hours per month.
· In addition, all members shall participate in at least one community event and attend at least one First Friday, annually.

· Members are expected to attend the Member’s Meeting twice a year.

Read these important facts about OASIS:

·   Members may be required to provide their own display stands, racks, and/or cases for their work.  OASIS’ Exhibit Chair must approve displays.  Members selling jewelry must provide their own gift boxes.
·   When a member wishes to introduce a new medium to his/her exhibited work in OASIS, it must first be juried in through the jury process.

·   Payment of monthly dues is considered late if not received by the 7th of that month.  Members paying by credit card will pay an additional $2.00 fee.  A late fee of $10 is added if paid after the 7th. 
·   OASIS will email each member an Excel spreadsheet on the first of the month detailing sold inventory for each artist. OASIS will mail payment checks to each member within the first week of the month.

·  Standards for Exhibit, attached, apply to all works exhibited in OASIS.  
·  Members are expected to maintain an inventory in OASIS. Up to 50% of your

items may be removed for an outside show, provided the display is adjusted to maintain a professional appearance.
·    Other OASIS procedures and policies are available on the internal Facebook page and/or the OASIS Procedures Manual.
·   OASIS does not carry insurance that covers individual artwork.  Care will be taken to maintain security, but OASIS or its members cannot be held liable for any damage or theft of work.  Members are urged to carry their own insurance to cover their work, which may be available as a rider on most homeowners’ insurance policies.

___ Full member - $45 monthly dues with an 80/20% commission; requires docent time (two shifts), and teamwork on committees in support of OASIS and its operations.


___ Part time member - $45 monthly dues with a 70/30% commission; requires docent time (one shift), and teamwork on committees in support of OASIS and its operations.


___ Student member - $15 monthly dues with a 60/40% commission; requires docent time and/or teamwork on committees as your schedule allows, but at least 5 hours per month.  Student memberships are limited to one college student per year. If applying for student membership, please indicate your year of graduation, your major and your future art plans. 
New members have a three-month probationary period.  All training must be completed within the first six weeks of the final interview.  E-mail communication ability is a requirement.

Standards for Exhibit
Our primary goal is to maintain a professional display for the benefit of all members.  The Jury and Exhibit Charis may require the removal or repositioning of items to maintain clean lines of sight and uncluttered displays.
1) All work exhibited must be original, designed or manipulated by the artist.

2) Entries must be ready to hang, or display and sell.

A—Two-dimensional work must have proper hanging wire, clean matting, and appropriate framing to be accepted.

B—Three-dimensional work must reflect a mastery of the craft and be presented ready to display and sell.
3) Limited edition reproductions of your work or unframed original work may be sold in print racks but must be matted and in plastic sleeves.  Artist note cards must be packaged in plastic sleeves or bags and clearly labeled with name and price.

4) All work exhibited by members should be for sale, unless by arrangement with the exhibit committee for special displays.

5) All work must be individually labeled in the OASIS format described in the Procedures Manual.   Wall labels are to be typed by the artist.  OASIS provides printed gallery wall labels for 2-D and 3-D work as needed.  3-D work may be labeled with stickers or string tags provided OASIS or by the artist, and include the artist’s name, item number and price.  ALL ITEMS MUST BE ENTERED INTO SQUARE BEFORE BEING DISPLAYED; NON-COMPLIANT ITEMS WILL BE REMOVED.
6) All work submitted for jury consideration should be listed on the application.  Once accepted as a member, the new member must enter their inventory in the Square system.

7) When work sells, exhibitors may bring in replacement work of approximately the same size to fill the space.

8) These criteria, to maintain high gallery standards, will be reviewed periodically by the OASIS Jury Committee and Exhibit Chair, with approval by the membership.  Exceptions to these requirements will be evaluated on an individual basis.
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
